PUTTING A DAMPER ON YOUR TUNE-UP

In the course of working on so many Corvette projects, both large and small, | occasionally come
across situations that seem worthy of passing along to you. Recently, one of our members came to
me with a very long term nagging problem with his engine. The story goes that the engine had been
rebuilt many years before and ever since the car would surge mostly at cruise and deceleration.
Many systems were looked at and rebuilt or replaced in quest of the solution prior to my involvement.
In a way, | was glad so many things were addressed as to eliminate them from my path to a solution.
Several e-mails back and forth yielded no help. Finally, | got a chance to see the car in person and
the problem became apparent. So here goes.
